about how you can get ‘authority’ , i.e. get peo-
ple to take you seriously and respect you espe-
cially at work as well as situations such as
complaining in a shop, by using your clothes.

started to talk about being consistent.

As we all know, when someone comes into work dressed dif-
ferently to what they normally do the comments fly about in-
terviews, but if that person sticks to this dress it becomes the
norm. and subconsciously you start to see this person differ-
ently.

We looked at styles of jackets and found something that
worked for her, and her quote during the session summed up
our discussion really well —she said that gaining ‘authority’ is
about ‘being consistent at a level you're comfortable at'.
That is not wearing things you are not happy in e.g. for my
client it was not wearing a formal jacket, but finding the right
style in jacket that worked for her which did still give her the
‘authority’ she wanted.
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
